Drug spending data 
The following graphs illustrate how 29 issuers responded to questions about 
prescription drug spending. In each case, “Number of Issuers” is how many respondents 
reported changes in amounts in the ranges indicated. 

No issuers reported amounts between the values, i.e., no issuers reported values between -29% and -16%. 9 issuers 
reported changes in net spending on prescription drugs in the range -7% to 8%. 

No issuers reported amounts between the values, i.e., no issuers reported values between -47% and 0%. 8 issuers 
reported changes in premiums due to prescription drugs in the range -1% to 1%. 
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No issuers reported amounts between the values, i.e., no issuers reported values between 2% and 10%. 9 issuers reported 
the amount of specialty drugs subject to utilization management in the range 70% to 77%. 

The issuers reported aggregate savings of over $251 million due to specialty drug 
utilization management. 
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
