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The Texas Department of Insurance has prepared an informal working draft of rules to update Chapter 21 Subchapter KK related to reporting of health care reimbursement rate data.  The purpose of this informal working draft is to obtain public and stakeholder input regarding changes to the data collection methodology to improve the quality, consistency, and relevance of the reimbursement rate data reported to TDI.  The data collected under this Subchapter is published on TDI’s website as a health care price transparency resource for Texas consumers.

The informal draft proposes changes to: issuers subject to reporting, definitions, reporting period, geographic regions, scope of medical services on which price data will be collected, scope of data elements to be reported for each service, and instructions for reporting data by category of medical service. The intent of these changes is to produce data that are more robust, allow for better auditing of data, reduce the influence of outliers and data reporting errors, allow for prices to be reported at the treatment event level, and promote consistency across the data submitted by issuers.  The informal draft includes additional specificity regarding data to be collected, while accommodating future modifications to medical billing codes (such as the ICD-10 transition) and ZIP codes. 

TDI invites your input on the informal working draft rules and welcomes your comments on any new costs you anticipate that could result from the draft rules.  This is an informal posting and not a formal publication for rulemaking.

TDI is especially interested in public comments on the proposed scope of services on which price data will be available, and in working with issuers to ensure that the technical instructions for creating data queries can be implemented consistently to produce accurate data.  

TDI will hold a technical working group meeting on the informal working draft from 
10 a.m. to 1 p.m. Central time on April 30, 2015.  The technical working group meeting will take place via web conference.
