The window
assembly is secured to the wall framing using Kolbe & Kolbe metal installation clips. The installation clips
(1-5/8" x 10-1/16" x 20-gauge) are secured to the frame. The clips are secured to the frame with two No.
8 x 3/4" PFH screws. The clips are secured to the wall framing with one No. 8 x 1-3/4" PFH screw. The
fasteners must be long enough to penetrate a minimum of 1-1/2" into the wall framing. The spacing of
the clips is specified in the table below.

The fasteners are spaced approximately 24" from each corner and
approximately 24" on center along the perimeter of the window.
