Attachment of Metal Roof Panels to the Steel Purlins: The metal roof panels must be secured 

to the steel purlins with two (2) No. 1/4-14 x 1-1/4" long HWH self-driller screws and MPS602S 

slider clips.  The spacing of the clips must be as specified in Table 1.  The fasteners must be long 

enough to ensure a minimum penetration of 3 pitches of thread below the steel purlin.    

 

Trims, Closures, and Accessories: Components, such as the eave trim, rake trim, ridge trim, hip 

trim, and valley trim must be installed as required by the manufacturer.
