Grade 50 Class 1, with a minimum yield strength of 50 ksi. The metal panels can be furnished 

painted over an AZ 50 hot-dipped aluminum zinc alloy coating or an acrylic-coated Galvalume 

steel with an AZ 55 hot-dipped aluminum zinc alloy coating. The metal panels can be painted with 

silicone polyester products or with Kynar paint systems.
