The Texas Department of Insurance (TDI) has prepared an informal working draft of a rule
amendment relating to Insurance Code §2210.204, as amended by HB 3208 (88R, 2023),
which specifies the circumstances requiring the Texas Windstorm Insurance Association
(TWIA) to refund premium when an insured cancels coverage.

The informal working draft proposes to:

e clarify that §5.4905 is subject to Insurance Code §2210.204;
o reflect that a TWIA policy is subject to the $100 minimum retained premium if it is
cancelled for
o one of the reasons listed in §2210.204(d);
o a change in majority ownership, including foreclosure; or
o the death of the policyholder;
e remove obsolete references to policies effective before or after November 27,
2011; and
e make nonsubstantive amendments to reflect current agency drafting style and
plain language preferences.

TDI invites your input on the informal working draft. This is an informal posting intended
to gather comments from stakeholders and the general public; it is not a formal
publication for rulemaking.
