Each bracket is 
secured to the door frame with two (2) No. 8 x 5/8" screws and to the wall framing with four (4) No. 
8 sheet metal screws.  Space the clips approximately 6" from each corner and 15" on center.  At the 
sill, use three (3) minimum No. 10 x 3" screws through the oak liner at the center of the sill spaced 3-
1/8" apart.  The fasteners must be long enough to penetrate a minimum of 1-1/2" into the wall 
framing members.  Use three beads of construction adhesive at the sill. 
 
System 2: Secure the door to minimum Spruce-Pine-Fir dimension lumber wall framing.  At the head 
and side jambs, use minimum No. 8 x 3" screws.  Space the fasteners approximately 6" from each 
corner and 12" on center through the frame.  At the sill, use three (3) minimum No. 10 x 3" screws 
through the oak liner at the center of the sill spaced 3-1/8" apart.  The fasteners must be long enough 
to penetrate a minimum of 1-1/2" into the wall framing members.  Use three beads of construction 
adhesive at the sill.
