e Strap Installation: Use a minimum Spruce-Pine-Fir dimension lumber for wood wall framing
members. Mount window to wood wall framing members using galvanized steel straps (4.201" x
1.000" x 0.059"), snap-fit into the window frame. Secure each strap to wall framing with one (1)
minimum No. 8 screw. Locate straps approximately 4" from each corner and 8 " on center along
the perimeter of the window. Locate fasteners long enough to penetrate a minimum of 1-1/2"
into the wall-framing members.

e Frame Installation: Use a minimum Spruce-Pine-Fir dimension lumber for wood wall framing
members. Mount window to the wood wall framing members using window frame with
minimum No. 8 screws. Locate fasteners long enough to penetrate a minimum of 1-1/2" into the
wall framing members, approximately 4" from each corner and 8" on center along the perimeter
of the window.

e Wall Framing Construction: Mount windows to several types of wall framing construction,
including:

e concrete (minimum compressive strength: 3,192 psi)

e hollow concrete block (ASTM C-90, Grade N, Type 1 (or greater))
e wood dimension lumber (minimum Spruce-Pine-Fir)

o steel (18 gauge, 33 ksi)

e aluminum (6063-T5, 1/8" thick).

o Refer to Sheets 3 of 4 thru 4 of 4 of the approved drawings for installation details.
e The approved drawings indicate the minimum embedment depths for the fasteners and the
minimum edge distances (minimum distance fastener must be from the edge of the
substrate material) for the fasteners.
