General remarks and official action taken:
This is a default order taken against Colin Tyler Womack (Respondent) because he is
currently imprisoned following a felony conviction. Respondent did not respond to a
Notice of Hearing filed by the Texas Department of Insurance. This order revokes
Respondent'’s license.
The following findings of fact and conclusions of law are adopted:
Findings of Fact

Failure to Respond to Notice of Hearing

1. On July 18, 2022, the department filed a Notice of Hearing, attached as Exhibit A,
and an Original Petition, attached as Exhibit B, with the State Office of
Administrative Hearings.

2. The department'’s factual allegations set out in the attached Notice of Hearing and
Original Petition are incorporated in this order as findings of fact.
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3.

The department sent the Notice of Hearing and Original Petition to Respondent’s
last known address provided in writing to the department, , Princeton,
TX 75407.

The Notice of Hearing and Original Petition were also sent by electronic mail.

Respondent failed to file a written response to the Notice of Hearing within 20 days
of the date the Notice of Hearing and Original Petition were mailed.

Conclusions of Law

The commissioner has jurisdiction under Texas law, including Tex. INS. CODE
§§ 82.051-82.055, 4001.002, 4001.102, 4001.105, 4005.101-4005.105, 4054.051, and
Tex. Gov't CopE §§ 2001.051-2001.178.

The commissioner has authority to dispose of this case informally under Tex. Gov't
CoDE § 2001.056; Tex. INS. CoDE § 82.055; and 28 Tex. ADMIN. CODE §§ 1.47, 1.88, and
1.89.

The department provided proper notice of the hearing under Tex. Gov'T CODE
§§ 2001.051, 2001.052, and 2001.054, and 28 Tex. ADMIN. CODE §§ 1.28, 1.88, 1.89,
and 19.906.

Based on Respondent’s failure to file a written response to the Notice of Hearing,
the department is entitled to disposition by default under 28 Tex. ADMIN. CODE
§§ 1.88 and 1.89.

The department’s factual and legal allegations set out in the attached Notice of
Hearing and Original Petition are incorporated in this order and deemed admitted
as true under 28 Tex. ADMIN. CODE § 1.89.
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Order
It is ordered that any licenses held by Colin Tyler Womack are revoked. A copy of this

order will be provided to law enforcement or other appropriate administrative agencies
for further investigation as may be warranted.
